Grading:

· Attendance: 

· Less than 15 min.: tardy after 15 min absent

· Attendance can be excused with proper documentation 

· Leave documentation in advisory folder downstairs

· Only 2 absences are allowed per semester

· Any additional absences (2% off final average, for 3rd absence;  3% from 4th absence)

· 3rd absence – verbal warning with instructor

· 4th absence – written warning with instructor

· 5th absence – meeting with program director

· 6th absence – probation that could lead to dismissal 

· Tests and presentations: 65% grade

· Tests can be made up by students with excused absences (Dr.’s note or proof of some other extenuating circumstance). 

· Make up exams will be given on week 8 in one day as scheduled by instructor

· All make-up tests will have FIFTEEN PERCENT deducted from the final score. The highest score on make-up tests will be an 85%. If the test is not taken within that time a grade of 0 will be given.
· Quizzes and homework’s: 15 %
· Quizzes, homework and tests cannot be made up

· Final exam: 15%

· Professional conduct: 5%

· Tests: Return date 1 weeks, Homework/assignments/projects: 2-3 weeks
