14. Multimodal pain therapy for treatment of osteoarthritis in veterinary medicine
15. Deworming options in veterinary medicine
16. Compare different topicals for ectoparasites in veterinary medicine

17. Wound care treatment options: topical, systemic and alternative veterinary medicine options. Compare these therapies
18. Common induction agents in veterinary medicine

19. Care and treatment for removing fluids from the respiratory and abdominal cavity in veterinary medicine
20. Immune modulators used in veterinary medicine: Benefits versus risks
